PEDIGREE
Louis the King is a female line descendant 

of the mare Pretty Polly, who with her full 
sister Miranda and their dam Admiration 
established an extraordinary stallion-
producing dynasty. Pretty Polly was an 
English Triple Crown winner (1000 Guineas, 
Oaks, St Leger). Several of her female line 
descendants in the pedigree of Louis The 
King are inbred to Pretty Polly through the 
female lines of their sires – 7th dam Dutch 
Anne through her sire Donatello, 5th dam 
Anglice through her sire Sybil’s Nephew, 
and grandam Milden Magic through her 
sire National Emblem who like Sybil’s 
Nephew descends from Sister Sarah.

SUITABLE LINES:
A sensible approach might be to continue 

adding female line descendants of Pretty 
Polly, of which there are many – notably 
Donatello & sons, Veronese, Concertino, 
Savonarola, National Emblem St Cuthbert, 
Fair Season, Nearctic, Abadan, Preamble, 
etc, etc. Combinations can be found in 
Jallad and Captain Al. 

Another option could be female line 
descendants of the mare Flame (Royal 
Chalice, Port Wine). A third could be 
combinations involving any of the close 
kin-relatives Nijinsky, The Minstrel, Storm 
Cat (notably through Lecture).
